My name is Jeff Gross, and | have the absolute honor to be the Seattle HOG Safety Officer for 201(.
Some of you already know me, and for those of you who don't here is a little bit about my motorcycling
background. 1 first rode a motorcycle as a kid, riding a friend's dirt bike without my parents' knowledge.
I didn't get my own motorcycle until | moved out on my own and bought a used Honda CB650. | gofj my
first Harley in 1996, a brandew '97 Heritage. Some of you may remember that bike, as | kept it up

until August of '08, when | decided to get my current ride, an '09 Ultra. | am certified by the Motorc
Safety Foundation and Washington State as a RiderCoach Instructor.

I have been a Seattle Hog member since 2007, served as the Treasurer in 2008, and as the Newsligt
Monitor in 2009.

For my first article as Safety Officer I'd like to present these three approaches for all riders to educa
themselves and other roadway users:

1. Become a better rider. There are five critical messages that should help you achieve this:

+ Get Trained and Licensedake an appropriate riding course and obtain the state motorcycle endorsement.

+ Wear Protective GearWear proper protective riding gear, most importantly a helmet made to Department of Transpofta-
tion standards.

¢ Don't Drink and RideRide unimpaired, never drink or use other drugs before getting on a motorcycle.

+ Ride Within Your LimitsStay within your personal limits, never ride faster or farther than your abilities can handle.

+ Be a Lifelong LearneReturn regularly for refresher riding courses.

2. Spread safety messages. Consider volunteering some time to talk with high school driver education classes in your caxovigaity.
car drivers need to hear firdtand that careless or impaired driving threatens the safety of motorcyclists and other vulnecableay
users. Encourage other riders to become a better rider (see above).

3. Share the experience. Not everyone wants to-be even should bea motorcyclist. However, nemotorcyclists can get a senséthe
magic of motorcycling as well as an appreciation for the challenges and vulnerabilities of safely navigating on two viteagdsayas-
senger on a motorcycle piloted by an experienced rider. If you're an experienced motorcyclist who is comfortable caagsggen
take someone on their first ride. Riders can give a friend, relativejaz&er, or neighbor a brief, gentle ride in a ntaffic environment.
Of course, both the operator and passenger should wear full safety gear, includinge@bD@liant helmet. Those who get a tasif
motorcycling may come away with an enhanced awareness of motorcycles while driving their cars. This is critically irajpoetamt
typical car versus motorcycle crash, the car driver violated the motorcyclist'safghdy .

Due to the cold and wet weather, the road conditions may not be the best to share the experience right now; you may veanaoilit's
warmer and drier.

When you're driving, and even when you're riding, always keep in mind these messages:

8 Please Look for Motorcyclist&Jse your eyes and mirrors to see what's around your vehicle.

a4 Focus on DrivingHang up and drive, put down the food, the pet, the personal grooming gear, the Crackberry, the CD, aaditige re
material and save it for later.

a4 Use Your Turn SignalSignal your intentions. It's also the law.

a Give TweWheelers Some RoorDon't tailgate or get too close sie®y-side.

a4 Keepitinthe CarDon't throw trash and cigarettes out the window, and securely latch down cargo that can fall out on tharrdde a

deadly hazard.
